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Customizing the Seismic Waves software

1. When you download Seismic Waves, two icons will appear on your desktop: Seismic Wave Maintenance and Seismic Waves. You can set options for Seismic Waves using the Maintenance software.
2. Click the Seismic Wave Maintenance icon on your desktop.[image: image1.jpg]




3. A blank window with a menu bar at the top will appear on your desktop.

Pause at End

1. Go to the Preferences Menu and select “Pause at End.”

2. A window like the one below will appear.
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3. Type as many “9s” in the box as you can, then click “OK.” This will allow you to click the “pause” button in the software and it will pause the software until you click “resume.”

Setting different Launch Windows

1. You may choose to have the software skip the “launch window.”  To do this, go to the Preferences Menu and select “Controls.”


2. A window like the one below will appear.

3. Click the check box to unselect the  “Show Welcome Screen” option, then click “OK.” If you do this, the welcome screen will not appear in the Seismic Waves program. Instead, you will see a world map with buttons representing different earthquakes. 

Setting different views 

1. There are three choices for viewing the data: the seismogram window, the 3-D Earth view, and the cross-sectional Earth view. You can have all three showing at the same time or select one of the views. 

2. To set the view that will occur every time an earthquake event is chosen, use the Seismic Waves Maintenance program.


3. Go to the Preferences Menu and select “View.”


4. A window like the one below will appear.
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5. Select the seismic wave view by clicking one of the options above (top left: seismogram, plus cross-sectional and 3-D Earth; top right: cross-sectional view only; lower left: 3-D Earth only). When you launch the Seismic Waves program, the view that you have chosen will fill the screen.
6. To change the view from within Seismic Waves software, click on the “Views” button in the menu on the right side of the screen.
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7. The same “Seismic Wave View” dialog box as shown above in step 4 will appear. Choose a view by clicking on it, and the window will change. 

The Menu Bar in Seismic Waves
Exit: terminates the program.

World Menu: displays the world map with buttons representing different earthquakes.

Repeat: starts the animation over again.

Pause/Resume: allows you to stop and restart the animation at any time. 
Views: allows you to select which view you want: seismogram, 3-D Earth, cross-sectional Earth.

Event Info: provides information related to the earthquake being explored.
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
